On Award Day, the cup is presented
to the winning team, ~nd tllereafter the
name of the captain is lIlscribed on the
cup. Each member of the team is gIven
a small cup iiS="ap~rsonal trophy. It has
been decided dut, beginning this year,
no trophies will be given to the mem-
bers of the runner-up tenm.

Since it is mtemled that a good deal
of emphasis be pla.:ed on the captain's
nbilily to properly m~llage his team, same
thought might be given to the desirability
of having a co-captain to share his re-
sponsibility, assuming that there are
enough boys of the age, experience and
caliber to go around.

Editor's Note: There has been some
uncertainty ahout the conditions under
which the C-H All·Sports award-The
Spitzer Cup-is WOll. So your Editor
asked the donor of the cup to write the
expbnatory article th>!t follows:
The Spitzer Cup - or All-Sports

Award - has two purposes:
(1) To promote interest in aU of the

classes of sports that C-H offers to boys;
(2) To stimulate the captain of each

team to organize and manage the te;Lm
in a way that will bring it the largest
number of points. This involves the
exercise of good m~n~gement in dis-
tributing the "work" among his team-
mntes, so that the best basketball players
will concentrate principally on basket-
ball, the best swimmers will devote their
main effort to swimming, and so on,
Since the teams are small, most of the
boys on each team will take part 111 two
or three sports, a fact which requires
the c"-ptam, as well as his teammates, to
work out their program very carefully.
The cup was don~ted in 1953, at a

time when b~sketball overshadowed all
other sports at C-H. Since then, swim-
ming has come into its own, but boxing
still has a \vay to go. Badminton and
table. tennis naturally occupy lesser po-
